PURPOSE:
Broward Healthy Start Coalition, Inc, along with the Children’s Services Council,  Broward Health, Memorial Healthcare Systems, Broward County Medical Examiner’s Office, Broward County, Healthy Mothers- Healthy Babies Coalition, Florida Department of Health, March of Dimes, the Urban League of Broward County and other local organizations, are coming together to notify the community at large that in Broward County  the black infant mortality rates are disproportionate to those of other races.  From January 2004 through December 2006 the Fetal Infant Mortality Report Project reviewed 336 fetal and infant deaths at the county level (Florida Vital Statistics reports 338). Findings show disparities in fetal and infant deaths for blacks compared to whites.  Additional data analyses of birth and death data showed that the overall infant mortality rates for blacks to whites were 11.6 per 1,000 live births compared to 5.4 per 1,000 live births.  The recently implemented Black Infant Health Practice Initiative (BIHPI) brings together all sectors of the community to determine the reasons for the disparity and solutions toward reducing fetal and infant mortality in the black community. 
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
